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POLICY

Policy:

It is the policy of Pocatello-Chubbuck Head Start to follow the guidance of Pocatello School District #25 in weather related school closures or delayed start days.

PROCEDURE

Guidelines:

When the local school district has determined it necessary to cancel school for the entire day, there will also be no services provided by Head Start.  The School District provides the necessary information to local radio and television broadcast stations in accordance with their policy, and on the District #25 website (http://www.d25.k12.id.us/).  On days of inclement weather, parents and staff are advised to monitor local news broadcasts to ensure they are aware of any changes to our programs activities.  In addition, Head Start will use our staff emergency phone tree and notify staff of the decision when a delayed start or full day closure is announced.

On days when the School District determines it necessary to delay the start of school, Head start will again follow the guidance of the District.  

On the days when school is delayed there will be no bussing in to Head Start for the 9:30 and 10:30 classes.  The parent/guardian of children who normally ride the bus to Head Start will need to bring them in or make other arrangements to get their child or children to class.  Classes will still be held but will begin on the identified delayed time [i.e. a class that would normally begin at 8:30 would not start until 10:00].  All classes that normally begin after the announced delayed start time will be held as normal.  All outgoing bus service will occur as usual and the ending time for all classes will be the normal release time.

All Head Start staff will be expected to follow the announced times for reporting to work.  Any unusual circumstances that would prevent you from reporting for work on a delayed start day should be handled as you normally would in the event of an unexpected absence.
