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POLICY

All Head Start programs must prohibit smoking at all times, in all areas used by the program. This includes both daytime and evening use areas and vehicles used for transportation.

PROCEDURE

1. A smoke free zone will be established per School District #25 policy in all buildings that Pocatello/Chubbuck Head Start occupies, as well as on field trips and other Head Start activities away from Head Start sites. 
2. Head Start staff, parents, volunteers, and contracted employees will not engage in smoking on Head Start premises or during Head Start activities. 

3. Head Start staff, volunteers, and contracted employees will not model smoking within sight of Head Start children. 

4. Head Start parents are asked to participate in positive role modeling by not smoking within sight of Head Start children. 

5. Staff and parents at all sites will be responsible for reminding individuals of the policy and  enforcing it with the aid of the School District Administrator on site and the Head Start Health Manager.

6. The Head Start Health Advisory Committee and Health Manager will provide smoking cessation information for staff and parents and developmentally appropriate curriculum pertinent to smoking prevention and awareness for children. 
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
