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POLICY

Pocatello/Chubbuck Head Start provides comprehensive child development services, as defined in the Head Start Performance Standards, to all enrolled Head Start and TANF students..

PROCEDURE

1. The program provides classroom activities for the child as well as home visits to the parents.  The major purpose of the classroom activities is to help meet the child’s development needs and to foster the child’s social competence.  The major purposes of the home visits are to enhance the parental role in the growth and development of the child and to assist parents in setting and meeting personal and family goals.

2. Facilities used by the program for regularly scheduled center-based and combination program option classroom activities comply with Head Start Performance Standards related to health and safety.

3. The program identifies, secures, and uses community resources in the provision of services to Head Start children and their families prior to using Head Start funds for these services.
