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POLICY
It is the intent of the Pocatello/Chubbuck Head Start program to provide learning opportunities throughout the day, including a variety of activities (small & large group; teacher-directed & child-initiated).  Teaching staff will participate with children in outdoor play time and will provide supervision and guidance at all times.

PROCEDURE

1. Teachers will include planning for outside play time on their lesson plans:

a. to include small and large group activities

b. to include variety in activities to better meet the needs of all children

c. to include teacher-directed and child-initiated activities

d. to include individualized objectives to meet the specific needs of individual children.

2. As per performance standards the ratio of children to teaching staff must be upheld during outdoor play.

3. Rules/procedures for outdoor play will be established and taught to the children with consistent reminders and support as needed.

4.
Teachers will provide supervision during outside play time to assure safety and appropriate play.

5.
Teachers will provide guidance to extend and enhance children’s outdoor play time.

6.
A monitoring tool and schedule will be in place to be used by the Children’s Services & Disabilities Manager, Health Manager and Support Services Manager on a consistent basis.  Other staff may be asked to provide support in monitoring as deemed appropriate.
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
