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POLICY

To ensure the safety of all children, families and staff, all food consumed at the Head Start centers must be prepared on-site following food safety and sanitation requirements or must be commercially prepared and purchased.

PROCEDURE

1. The Support Services Manager will notify parents of this policy during the fall orientation and will also provide this information through the newsletter several times during the year.

2. A copy of this policy will be posted in each classroom.

3. This policy will also be covered during new staff orientation.

4. The Support Services Manager will provide parents with suggestions for commercially prepared foods to bring into class for special events that meet Head Start nutrition standards.

5. All commercially prepared foods must be temperature stable and will be kept at the appropriate temperature (hot 140 degrees or cold below 40 degrees) prior to serving, in compliance with Idaho rules governing food safety and sanitation standards and unified codes.
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
