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POLICY

All children entering the Pocatello/Chubbuck Head Start Program are required to meet the minimum standards for immunizations in accordance with Idaho's Childhood Immunization Schedule or have a medical or religious exemption. 

PROCEDURE

1. Program applicants will submit a signed Childhood Immunization Schedule (CIS) with their enrollment application. 

2. A child should be "complete" or "up to date" to enroll or be put on the Head Start waiting list. If a child is not complete, refer to #5 below.

3. The Health Manager will enter immunization dates into the HSFIS database. 

4. The Health Manager will communicate with families or FA’s about needed immunizations and making appropriate notes in HSFIS.

5. Family Advocates will work with families to ensure that they are informed and have the resources needed to complete or remain "up to date" on their child immunizations.

6. By the 45 day deadline as set by the performance standards, the Health Manager will compile a report using HSFIS that shows all children who need follow up services with Family Advocates to develop a plan to complete the immunizations. 

7. The Health Manager and Education/Disabilities Manager will work together to insure that a copy of the child's immunization record and analysis of needed immunizations are included in the Transition to Kindergarten Packet.
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
