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POLICY

The Teaching Team will observe and ensure that daily and weekly sanitation of the classroom occurs through the use of a daily and weekly checklist. 

 

The janitorial service is responsible for the general cleaning of classrooms and bathrooms at the end of each day. However, in the event that it appears that the classroom/bathroom has not been thoroughly cleaned/sanitized, Teaching Teams are responsible for ensuring that sanitation of the classroom and bathrooms occurs prior to children entering the classroom each day.  Concerns about inadequate cleaning by the janitorial staff should be reported to the Head Start Director.

PROCEDURE

1. All cleaning materials must be stored and locked out of reach of children. 

2. All bottles must be labeled with the manufacturer’s label. 

3. Staff will dispose of waste, trash, and garbage in containers specifically designated for that purpose.

4. All classroom toys and other materials (non mouthed) that are used on a daily basis should be disinfected at least once a week. Small plastic toys should be cleaned with hot soapy water and rinsed with plain water, then sprayed with the bleach-water solution (mixture solution instructions in classroom), let stand for ten (10) minutes, and wiped clean.

5. All items checked out from the Resource room should be cleaned before returning.
6. Staff will use Child Health #17A as documentation of completion of the cleaning as listed on the form by dating and initialing when complete daily or weekly as appropriate*.
7. The checklist (17A) shall be posted near the toothbrush cleaning instructions and will be checked monthly, at minimum, during the classroom safety check.
8. The Support Services Manager (SSM) or Health Manager will replace the form monthly, collecting the completed form from its posted location.  The form will be kept on file in the SSM office.
*Specific cleaning instructions and frequency are listed on Child Health #17A as recommended in the book “Caring for our Children” by the American Academy of Pediatrics, 2002
