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POLICY

The Pocatello/Chubbuck Head Start will determine the health status of all children within 90 days of entering the program with the collaboration of parents and staff.  Health status will include the determination of a medical and dental home, up to date immunizations, medical insurance, and assurance that physical and dental exams are complete.  Determining health status will also include input from family members, teachers, and other relevant staff who are familiar with the child’s typical behavior.  

PROCEDURE

1.   During intake the Family Advocates will determine the health status of a child.

2.   If the child’s health status is complete, the Family Advocate will document this information onto HSFIS. If the child’s health status is NOT complete, the Family Advocate will create a goal and a plan to encourage the family to do so.

3.   When the health status of a child is not complete, the Family Advocate will also indicate this in HSFIS and email the Health Manager.

4.   The Health Manager will provide the Family Advocate with a list of local resources for the family’s reference.  The Health Manager will follow up with the Family Advocate weekly via email to ensure that the health status is complete within 90 days.

5. All efforts of follow up by the Family Advocate and the Health Manager will be documented in the contact logs and/or HSFIS.

6. Head Start staff will work together with parents to identify any new health concerns so that they can make any appropriate referrals needed.
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
