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POLICY

A smooth and positive transition into the Head Start program for children with disabilities will be fostered by the Head Start Staff.

PROCEDURE

1. An Interagency Agreement has been established and will be reviewed and renewed yearly between Region 6 Infant Toddler Program, School District #25 and the Pocatello/Chubbuck School District #25 Head Start Program.  Specific addendums are attached to the agreement for detailing activity.

2. Each spring, after consultation with staff and families, the School District Early Intervention Director will compile a referral list and submit to the Head Start Disabilities Manager.  Early Intervention will, as possible support these families in securing registration appointments.   The EIP Director and HS Disabilities Manager will discuss the needs of the children and determine best placement for the Fall.  This information will be forwarded to the Transportation Manager who will assure that these placements are made when children are being assigned to classrooms in the Fall.

3. The Head Start Disabilities Manager will attend all MDT, IEP, etc.  meetings in the Spring as invited for children who will be transitioning into the Head Start program.

4. The Head Start Disabilities Manager will notify teachers as soon as possible of children who are assigned to their classrooms who have a current IEP.  A copy of the IEP will be provided for the teacher.  Teachers will include the IEP goals in their overall goal planning with parents.

5. Head Start will cooperate and coordinate with all other agencies providing services for children with disabilities.
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
