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POLICY

A smooth and positive transition of services for children with disabilities and their families as they leave the Head Start Program will be fostered by the Head Start Staff.

PROCEDURE

1. An Interagency Agreement has been established and will be reviewed and renewed yearly between  Region 6 Infant Toddler Program, School District #25 and the Pocatello/Chubbuck School District #25 Head Start Program.  Specific addendums are attached to the agreement for detailing activity.

2. The Head Start Disabilities Manager and Teacher will attend all MDT, IEP, meetings, etc., as invited to meet with parents and staff and service providers in the receiving school/agency.

3. School District # 25 notifies all elementary schools in early spring of all children with disabilities who are currently living in their attending area.  Transition meetings by the School District as deemed necessary.  Special Education records are forwarded by the School District #25 Early Intervention Program in the Fall.

4. As per Community Policy & Procedure #     , teachers will discuss the transition process and address transition concerns with parents in the Spring Parent Teacher Conference.   Concerns which cannot be addressed in this meeting will be referred to the Head Start Disabilities Manager.

5. Head Start will cooperate and coordinate with all other agencies providing services for children with disabilities.
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
